Information for Presenters


Guidelines for Paper Presentations:

· Paper presentations should be 15 minutes long and time limits will be enforced.  This is to ensure that the conference stays on schedule so that all presenters and respondents have time to give their presentations.

· Please notify us ASAP if you need a data projector for PowerPoint presentations.

· Be sure that you have a copy of your PowerPoint presentation on a flash drive so that we may transfer your presentation to the computer in the conference room.

· Papers must be submitted via e-mail attachment (Word or pdf) to Vicky Ballmes <vballmes@umail.ucsb.edu>  by March 21st (3/21), so that we can get it to your panel’s respondent.  Please, be respectful to the respondent who has generously offered his/her time to read and respond to your paper. 

· Please compose a brief (5-7 line) biography for our program and email it to Vicky Ballmes <vballmes@umail.ucsb.edu> as soon as possible.

· Example: Jane Doe is a third year doctoral student in Religious Studies at University of Utopia. Her interests include the rituals of basket weaving, construction of identity in woven basket patterns and the history of basket weaving in Someplace Cool. Her master’s thesis was on entitled “The Rituals for Selecting Weaving Materials: Agriculture and the Gods of Basket Weaving in Someplace Cool, 400-800 CE.”
Location & Parking Information:

· The Conference will be held in the McCune Conference Room (Room # 6020) located on the 6th floor of the Humanities and Social Sciences Building (HSSB), which is directly adjacent to the Events Center on the UCSB campus.

· The closest parking to the conference location is in lots 27 and 22. You must purchase and display a parking permit to park on the UCSB campus.

· Use the permit dispenser to select the duration of the parking time desired (by the hour for up to 3 hours or all day).

· Pay by cash, Visa, or MasterCard.
· Place permit clearly visible on your dash board.
· UCSB Parking Permits are required at all times.

Food & Beverage

· Continental breakfast, juice, coffee & tea will be available in the McCune conference room on Saturday & Sunday morning, available 45 minutes prior to the first panel.

· Additional information on restaurants & coffee shops convenient to the conference location will be available on Friday.

· There will be no-host dinners arranged for Friday and Saturday evenings (exact time & location TBA). We will help arrange transportation if necessary. 
Travel Information:

By Air:

· The Santa Barbara Municipal Airport is the closet airport to the UC Santa Barbara campus. The airport code is SBA. This is the easiest place to fly into. SBA is approximately 10 minutes from UCSB, and within 20 minutes of the recommended hotels, by car.

· SBA is actually in the city of Goleta, which is also where the UC Santa Barbara campus is located.

· The airlines that fly into/out of Santa Barbara are Alaska Airlines, American Airlines/American Eagle, Frontier Airlines, United, and US Airways.
· Car rentals services are available at SBA, but be sure to check the business hours in relation to your arrival time. 

· The Los Angeles International Airport is 2-3 hours from Santa Barbara by car, and 3 hours if you take the Santa Barbara Airbus (see below), which runs roughly every 2 hours. The airport code is LAX.

· If you are flying into SBA please let us know when you will arrive as soon as possible.  We may be able to arrange transportation from the airport.  Some of the hotels listed on this sheet also provide transportation to and from SBA.  If you are flying into LAX you are responsible for arranging for transportation to Santa Barbara.

· Santa Barbara Municipal Transit District (SBMTD) provides bus service in Goleta and Santa Barbara. “UCSB North Hall” is the closest campus stop to the Humanities and Social Sciences Building (HSSB), where the conference will be held.
